Ten activities will be provided each term focusing on key areas of oral language supporting @v
literacy.

Phonological awareness is one of
the key building blocks for reading and writing. It is listening to, and thinking about the sounds in words.

10. Discuss with your child how whole objects can be made up of different parts (e.g. a bag has — pockets/zippers/straps).
Then, select objects in view or from your child’s book/reader and encourage them to name the different parts.
