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PRINCIPALS REPORT: 

On Monday the staff were taken through the Child Safe policies and staff Child Safe Code of Conduct.  Before 
August all these policies will be available in digital form on our website. 
On Tuesday we welcomed your children back to school. I know it is cold and miserable but it was great to see 
everyone. 
On Wednesday I joined all the Principals in our dioceses for the Director’s Briefing which takes place each term. 
These term meetings keep us updated on a number of educational programs, diocesan priorities, Child Safe 
updates, technology in schools, teaching and learning… the list goes on.  They are a great way to start the 
term.  After this meeting I met with Tom Sexton and Ben Higgins from the CEO. Paul Ranson (Board chair) and I had 
an opportunity to show them our draft landscape plans and building plans.  Once these have been finalised you will 
be able to see these. 
On Thursday I was at a meeting at St. Mary’s Rutherglen. The drive there yesterday morning was beautiful. The 
country is saturated and the crops look superb. The cotton farmers are harvesting and it was great to see this. We 
live in a great country.
